Maths Topics
Processes

Pupils should be enabled to:

· Identify and obtain information required for a task;

· Make informed and responsible choices;

· Understand and make general statements;
· Compare their ideas and workings with others

Number

Pupils should be enabled to:

· Identify and use appropriate operations, including a combination of operations, to solve problems and investigations;
· Discuss and make pupils aware of the use of very large numbers – Time / Distance / Space / Sport / Solar System;
· Explore numbers beyond 1 million;
· Extend place value to millions;
· Read, write and order numbers to any size, understand the value of each digit;
· Apply % calculations in shopping context;

· Discuss importance of spending within your budget

· Investigate the cost of buying ‘3 items get one free’ deals

· Calculate % of quantities

· Solve problems involving % increase in costs and earnings

Measures

Pupils should be enabled to:

· Know and use relationships between units of length;
· Add and subtract decimals up to 3 decimal places in the context of measurement;
· Order decimals to 3 decimal places in the context of measurement 

Shape and Space

Pupils should be enabled to:

· Explore and use protractors to measure and compare angles – 180 degrees and then – 360 degrees
· Estimate, measure and draw angles in degrees up to 360 degrees

· Explore angle relationships associated with parallel lines, using practical apparatus;

Handling Data

Pupils should be enabled to:

· Collect, classify, record and present data using graphs
